The proposed permit contains limits for biochemical 
oxygen demand, total suspended solids, pH, ammonia, and E. coli, 
as well as monitoring for total phosphorus.

Executive Order 20-30 
Displaying the Flag at Half-Staff

WHEREAS, Article 1 of the Kansas Constitution vests the 
executive power of the State of Kansas in the Governor;
WHEREAS, under Section 4 of Article VIII of the Kansas 
Constitution, the Governor is the commander-in-chief of 
Kansas’ armed forces;
WHEREAS, under Section 7 of Chapter 1 of Title 4 of the 
United States Code, 4 U.S.C. § 7, by order of the Presi-
dent, the flag of the United States (“the flag”) shall be 
displayed at half staff upon the death of principal figures 
of the United States and the governor of a state, territory 
or possession of the United States;
WHEREAS, in the event of the death of other officials 
or foreign dignitaries, the flag is to be displayed at half-
staff according to Presidential instructions or orders, or 
in accordance with recognized customs or practices not 
inconsistent with the law;
WHEREAS, in the event of the death of a present or 
former official of the government of any state, territory, 
or possession of the United States, the governor of that 
state, territory, or possession may proclaim that the flag 
of the United States shall be displayed at half-staff;
WHEREAS, it is appropriate that the flag of the United 
States be displayed at half-staff on state buildings, grounds, 
and facilities as directed by the President or the Governor;
WHEREAS, it is particularly appropriate that the flag of 
the United States be displayed at half-staff throughout 
the State of Kansas as a mark of respect for the memory 
and in honor of the service of members of our Armed 
Forces killed in the line of duty and for first responders 
killed in the line of duty; and

(continued)
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WHEREAS, it is desirable to provide direction for the 
uniform observance of this mark of respect to state de-
partments and agencies and guidance to the people of 
the State of Kansas generally on such occasions.
NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to the authority vested in 
me as Governor of the State of Kansas, I hereby order 
and direct:

1.	 DISPLAYING THE FLAG AT HALF-STAFF
a.	 The flag of the United States shall be displayed at 

half-staff at state buildings, grounds, and facili-
ties, as provided in this Order and as otherwise 
directed by the Governor.

b.	 All requests to display the flag at half-staff at 
state buildings, grounds, and facilities and any 
questions from state departments or agencies re-
lating to displaying the flag at half-staff shall be 
directed to legal counsel to the Governor.

c.	 The Department of Administration shall assist 
the Office of the Governor with implementing 
this Order, communicating directions regarding 
displaying flags at half-staff, and assuring com-
pliance by state departments and agencies.

d.	 When this Order provides for the flag to be dis-
played at half-staff on a statewide basis, Kan-
sas residents, businesses, schools, local govern-
ments, and other organizations also are urged to 
display the flag at half-staff.

e.	 As provided by federal law, when displayed at 
half-staff, the flag of the United States should 
be first hoisted to the peak for an instant and 
then lowered to the half-staff position. The flag 
should be again raised to the peak before it is 
lowered for the day. On Memorial Day, the flag 
should be displayed at half-staff until noon only, 
then raised to the top of the staff.

f.	 As provided by federal law, no other flag or 
pennant should be placed above or, if on the 
same level, to the right of the flag of the United 
States. No person shall display the flag of the 
United Nations or any other national or inter-
national flag equal, above, or in a position of 
superior prominence or honor to, or in place 
of, the flag of the United States. When flags of 
states, cities, or localities or pennants of societ-
ies are displayed on the same halyard with the 
flag of the United States, the flag of the United 
States should always be at peak. When flags are 
displayed from adjacent staffs, the flag of the 
United States should be hoisted first and low-
ered last. No flag of a state, city, locality, or pen-
nant of a society may be placed above the flag of 
the United States or to the United States flag’s 
right. When flags of two or more nations are dis-
played, they are to be displayed from separate 
staffs of the same height. The flags should be 
of approximately equal size. International us-
age forbids the display of the flag of one nation 
above that of another nation in time of peace. 
International usage also provides that the flag 

of another nation should never be displayed at 
half-staff unless authorized by that nation.

g.	 As used in this Order, the term “half-staff” means 
the position of the flag when it is one-half the dis-
tance between the top and bottom of the staff.

2.	 ANNUAL DAYS TO DISPLAY FLAG AT HALF-
STAFF
a.	 Consistent with federal law, the flag of the Unit-

ed States shall be displayed at half-staff through-
out the State of Kansas on the following days 
each year:
i.	 Peace Officers Memorial Day, May 15 (36 

U.S.C. §§ 136-137; Executive Order 2006-7).
ii.	 Memorial Day, the last Monday in May, until 

noon only (4 U.S.C. § 7).
iii.	Patriot Day, September 11 (36 U.S.C. § 144).
iv.	Pearl Harbor Remembrance Day, December 

7 (36 U.S.C. § 129; Executive Order 2005-27).
v.	 National Fallen Firefighters Memorial Day, 

October 3 (Public Law 107-51).
3.	 HONORING MEMBERS OF OUR ARMED FORCES

a.	 Because members of our armed forces voluntarily 
forego comfort and wealth to face hardships and 
deployments away from family and loved ones 
while defending our nation’s security, the State 
of Kansas recognizes the duty, honor, and selfless 
service of all military personnel and remembers 
those who have given the ultimate sacrifice by 
laying down their lives to defend the freedoms 
the United States of America holds so dear.

b.	 The flag of the United States shall be displayed 
at half-staff throughout the State of Kansas on a 
day designated by the Governor when any of the 
following occurs:
i.	 A member of the Kansas National Guard is 

killed in the line of duty.
ii.	 A member of the Kansas Air National Guard 

is killed in the line of duty.
iii.	A Kansas resident serving as a member of the 

United States Armed Forces is killed in the 
line of duty.

4.	 HONORING FIRST RESPONDERS
a.	 Everyday, first responders selflessly risk their 

lives to protect Kansans. The families of first re-
sponders bear unique, heavy burdens as they 
deal with the difficult work, punishing sched-
ules, and mortal dangers their loved ones face 
on the job. When a first responder is killed in 
the line of duty, the sacrifice of both the first re-
sponder and the sacrifice of the family should be 
honored by all Kansans.

b.	 Accordingly, the flag of the United States shall 
be displayed at half-staff throughout the State 
of Kansas on a day designated by the Governor 
when a Kansas first responder is killed or dies in 
the line of duty.
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c.	 A “first responder” is anyone defined as a “pub-
lic safety officer” under 34 U.S.C. § 10284, which 
includes law enforcement officers, firefighters, 
emergency medical technicians, paramedics, 
and other emergency response workers.

5.	 HONORING FEDERAL OFFICIALS
a.	 Upon the death of the President of the United 

States or a former President of the United States, 
the flag of the United States shall be displayed 
at half-staff throughout the State of Kansas for 
thirty days from the day of death.

b.	 Upon the death of the Vice President of the Unit-
ed States, the flag of the United States shall be 
displayed at half-staff throughout the State of 
Kansas for ten days from the day of death.

c.	 Upon the death of the Chief Justice of the Unit-
ed States or a retired Chief Justice of the United 
States, the flag of the United States shall be dis-
played at half-staff throughout the State of Kan-
sas for ten days from the day of death.

d.	 Upon the death of the Speaker of the United 
States House of Representatives, the flag of the 
United States shall be displayed at half-staff 
throughout the State of Kansas for ten days from 
the day of death.

e.	 The flag of the United States shall be displayed 
at half-staff throughout the State of Kansas from 
the day of death until interment upon the death 
of any of the following:
i.	 An Associate Justice of the United States Su-

preme Court
ii.	 A member of the Cabinet of the President of 

the United States
iii.	A former Vice President of the United States
iv.	The President Pro Tempore of the United 

States Senate
v.	 The Majority Leader of the United States Senate
vi.	The Minority Leader of the United States Senate

vii.	 The Majority Leader of the United States 
House of Representatives

viii.	The Minority Leader of the United States 
House of Representatives

f.	 Upon the death of a United States Senator repre-
senting the State of Kansas, the flag of the United 
States shall be displayed at half-staff throughout 
the State of Kansas from the day of death until 
interment.

g.	 Upon the death of a Member of Congress repre-
senting a congressional district within the State 
of Kansas, the flag of the United States shall be 
displayed at half-staff within the State Capitol 
Complex and within the congressional district 
from the day of death until interment.

h.	 Upon the death of a former United States Sena-
tor who represented the State of Kansas, the flag 
of the United States shall be displayed at half-

staff at all state buildings, grounds, and facilities 
on a day designated by the Governor.

i.	 Upon the death of a former Member of Congress 
who represented a congressional district within 
the State of Kansas, the flag of the United States 
shall be displayed at half-staff within the State 
Capitol Complex on a day designated by the 
Governor.

6.	 HONORING STATE OFFICIALS
a.	 Upon the death of the Governor or a former Gov-

ernor, the flag of the United States shall be dis-
played at half-staff throughout the State of Kan-
sas from the day of death until interment.

b.	 The flag of the United States shall be displayed 
at half-staff throughout the State of Kansas from 
the day of death until interment upon the death 
of any of the following state officials:
i.	 The Lieutenant Governor
ii.	 The Secretary of State
iii.	The Attorney General
iv.	The State Treasurer
v.	 The Insurance Commissioner
vi.	The Chief Justice of the Kansas Supreme Court

c.	 Upon the death of an Associate Justice of the 
Kansas Supreme Court, the flag of the United 
States shall be displayed at half-staff at all state 
buildings, grounds, and facilities from the day of 
death until interment.

d.	 Upon the death of a judge of a Kansas court 
of record, the flag of the United States shall be 
displayed at half-staff within the State Capitol 
Complex and at all court buildings and facilities 
within the State of Kansas from the day of death 
until interment.

e.	 Upon the death of any member of the Kansas 
Senate or Kansas House of Representatives, the 
flag of the United States shall be displayed at 
half-staff at all state buildings, grounds, and fa-
cilities from the day of death until interment.

f.	 Upon the death of the Adjutant General or any 
former Adjutant General of the State of Kansas, 
the flag of the United States shall be displayed 
at half-staff at all state buildings, grounds, and 
facilities from the day of death until interment.

7.	 MISCELLANEOUS
a.	 In the event of the death of other officials, for-

mer officials, foreign heads of state, foreign dig-
nitaries, and other persons, the flag of the United 
States shall be displayed at half-staff in accor-
dance with any orders, directions, or instruc-
tions issued by the President of the United States 
or the Governor.

b.	 When the flag of the United States is displayed at 
half-staff at a government facility, the manager 
of the facility or other appropriate official is en-

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couraged to post in a location visible to members 
of the public visiting the facility the name of the 
individual memorialized so as to better inform 
government employees and the public why the 
flag is displayed at half-staff.

8.	 Executive Order 10-12 is rescinded.
This document shall be filed with the Secretary of State 

as Executive Order No. 20-30. It shall become effective 
immediately and remain in force until rescinded.

FEE-FOR-SERVICE PROVIDER GRIEVANCES  
AND STATE FAIR HEARINGS

129-9-9. External independent third-party review 
for providers. (a) Effective with each denial issued by a 
managed care organization (MCO) on or after January 1, 
2020, each provider who has been denied an authoriza-
tion for a new healthcare service to an enrollee or a claim 
for reimbursement to the provider for a healthcare ser-
vice rendered to an enrollee shall be entitled to an exter-
nal independent third-party review pursuant to K.S.A. 
39-709i, and amendments thereto. Each MCO denial re-
viewed by the external independent third-party reviewer 
shall have been issued pursuant to a contract between 
the MCO and the Kansas medical assistance program 
(KMAP). The contract shall have been effective January 
1, 2020 or later.

(b) The request for an external independent third-party 
review shall apply only to denials for which the provider 
has completed the internal written appeals process of an 
MCO on or after January 1, 2020. Each provider shall have 
the right to submit a request for an external independent 
third-party review following receipt of the MCO’s ade-
quate notice of appeal resolution or remittance advice.

(c) The MCO shall send an adequate notice of appeal 
resolution to the provider when the MCO reviews the re-
quest for an appeal of an action or adverse benefit deter-
mination. Each adequate notice of appeal resolution shall 
meet the requirements of the secretary and shall include 
the following:

(1) The date of the adequate notice of appeal resolution;
(2) the action or adverse benefit determination that is 

the subject of the appeal;
(3) the results of the resolution process and the date of 

the appeal resolution;
(4) the reasons for the appeal resolution, including an 

explanation of the medical basis for the resolution, appli-
cation of policy, or accepted standard of medical prac-
tice to the enrollee’s medical circumstances, if the MCO 
based its resolution upon a determination that the ser-
vice is not medically necessary;

(5) the statute, regulation, policy, or procedure sup-
porting the appeal resolution;

(6) a statement that the provider has completed the ap-
peal process with the MCO;

(7) a statement of the provider’s right to request an ex-
ternal independent third-party review following receipt 
of the adequate notice of appeal resolution;

(8) a statement of the required procedures by which a 
provider may request an external independent third-party 
review with the MCO issuing the decision to be reviewed 

(continued)
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within 60 days of the date of the adequate notice of appeal 
resolution. Pursuant to K.S.A. 77-531 and amendments 
thereto, three days shall be added to the 60-day response 
period if the notice is served by U.S. mail or by electronic 
means. The statement shall include the address and con-
tact information for submission of the request;

(9) a statement that if the provider does not request an 
external independent third-party review, the provider 
has a right, pursuant to K.S.A. 39-709h(e)(4) and amend-
ments thereto, to request a state fair hearing within 120 
days of the date of the adequate notice of appeal resolu-
tion. Pursuant to K.S.A. 77-531 and amendments thereto, 
three days shall be added to the 120-day response period 
if the notice is served by U.S. mail or by electronic means;

(10) the procedures by which the provider may request 
a state fair hearing and the address and contact informa-
tion for submission of the request or, for an action based 
on a change in law, the circumstances under which a 
state fair hearing will be granted;

(11) a statement of the provider’s right to have self-rep-
resentation or use legal counsel, a relative, a friend,  
or a spokesperson; and

(12) any other information required by Kansas statute 
or regulation that involves the MCO’s adequate notice of 
appeal resolution.

(d) Each provider receiving an adequate notice of ap-
peal resolution from an MCO that does not include the 
information specified in paragraphs (c)(6) through (c)
(8) shall be entitled to a penalty fee of $333.00, $666.00, 
or $1,000.00 pursuant to paragraphs (d)(1)(A) through 
(C). The provider shall notify the secretary of the defi-
cient notice.

(1) The penalty fee for each deficient notice of appeal 
resolution shall be calculated by the secretary according 
to the following fee structure:

(A) A notice failing to include one of the three require-
ments specified in paragraphs (c)(6) through (c)(8) shall 
incur a penalty fee of $333.00.

(B) A notice failing to include two of the three require-
ments specified in paragraphs (c)(6) through (c)(8) shall 
incur a penalty fee of $666.00.

(C) A notice failing to include three of the three re-
quirements specified in paragraphs (c)(6) through (c)(8) 
shall incur a penalty fee of $1,000.00.

(2) The MCO issuing the deficient notice shall pay the 
penalty fee to the provider receiving the deficient notice 
within 10 business days of the secretary’s notification to 
the MCO of the deficient notice.

(3) The provider shall notify the secretary of any dis-
pute that arises regarding the penalty fee. This dispute 
shall be resolved by the secretary and shall not include 
the right to request a reconsideration, an appeal, or a 
state fair hearing.

(e) Any provider may submit a written request for an 
external independent third-party review to the MCO is-
suing the decision to be reviewed. The provider’s request 
for this review shall include the following:

(1) Identification of each specific issue and dispute di-
rectly related to the adverse appeal decision issued by 
the MCO;

(2) a statement of the basis upon which the provider 
believes the MCO’s decision to be erroneous; and

(3) the provider’s designated contact information, in-
cluding name, postal mailing address, telephone num-
ber, fax number, and electronic-mail address.

(f)(1) Within five business days of receiving a provid-
er’s request for external independent third-party review, 
the MCO shall perform the following:

(A) Send to the provider’s designated contact a written 
acknowledgement letter specifying that the MCO has re-
ceived the request for review;

(B) notify the secretary of the provider’s request for re-
view; and

(C) send a copy of the written acknowledgement letter 
to the enrollee, if related to the denial of an authorization 
for a new healthcare service.

(2) If the secretary determines that the MCO failed to 
meet the requirements of paragraphs (f)(1)(A) through 
(C), then the provider who submitted the request for re-
view shall automatically prevail in the review. Within 
five business days of receipt of the secretary’s notifica-
tion that the provider automatically prevails, the MCO 
shall issue an approval letter regarding the reversal of 
the MCO’s appeal decision to the prevailing provider 
and the secretary. The MCO shall also issue an approval 
letter to the affected enrollee if the request for review is 
related to the denial of an authorization for a new health-
care service. The MCO shall not be required to reverse its 
decision for a request that does not include the informa-
tion specified in paragraphs (e)(1) through (e)(3), is sub-
mitted by a provider who fails to complete the MCO’s 
appeal process, is untimely, or does not involve a denied 
authorization for a new healthcare service or a claim for 
reimbursement.

(g)(1) Within 15 business days of receiving a provider’s 
request for external independent third-party review, the 
MCO shall perform the following:

(A) Submit to the secretary all documentation submit-
ted by the provider for the MCO’s internal appeal pro-
cess; and

(B) provide the MCO’s designated contact information, 
including name, postal mailing address, telephone num-
ber, fax number, and electronic-mail address.

(2) If the secretary determines that the MCO failed to 
meet the requirements of paragraphs (g)(1)(A) and (B), 
then the provider who submitted the request for review 
shall automatically prevail in the review. Within five 
business days of receipt of the secretary’s notification that 
the provider automatically prevails, the MCO shall issue 
an approval letter regarding the reversal of the MCO’s 
appeal decision to the prevailing provider and the secre-
tary. The MCO shall also issue an approval letter to the 
affected enrollee if the request for review is related to the 
denial of an authorization for a new healthcare service. 
The MCO shall not be required to reverse its decision for 
a request that does not include the information specified 
in paragraphs (e)(1) through (e)(3), is submitted by a pro-
vider who fails to complete the MCO’s appeal process, is 
untimely, or does not involve a denied authorization for 
a new healthcare service or a claim for reimbursement.

(h) Each request for an external independent third-par-
ty review shall be approved or denied by the secret 
ary. A request for an external independent third-party 
review that does not include the information specified in 
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paragraphs (e)(1) through (e)(3), is submitted by a pro-
vider who fails to complete the MCO’s appeal process, 
is untimely, or does not involve a denied authorization 
for a new healthcare service or a claim for reimburse-
ment shall be denied by the secretary. A letter regard-
ing the denial of the request for an external independent 
third-party review shall be issued by the secretary to the 
requesting provider and the MCO. A denial letter shall 
also be issued to the affected enrollee if the request for 
review is related to the denial of an authorization for a 
new healthcare service.

(i) The decision by the external independent third- 
party reviewer shall be based solely upon the documen-
tation submitted by the provider during the MCO’s ap-
peal process.

(j) The parties to each external independent third-party 
review shall be the following:

(1) A provider or the provider’s authorized represen-
tative; and

(2) the MCO that made the decision involved in the re-
view.

(k) Upon the request of a party, the external indepen-
dent third-party reviewer may determine in one action 
multiple requests made to the reviewer regarding the 
same enrollee, a common question of fact, a common in-
terpretation of applicable regulations, or a common re-
imbursement requirement. The provider shall complete 
the MCO’s appeal process and submit a request for exter-
nal review for each denial of an authorization for a new 
healthcare service or denial of a claim for reimbursement 
that the reviewer determines in one action.

(l) Any provider that initiated a request for an external 
independent third-party review, or one or more other 
providers, may add other initial denials of claims to the 
review before the reviewer’s decision if the claims involve 
a common question of fact, a common interpretation of 
applicable regulations, or a common reimbursement re-
quirement. The provider shall complete the MCO’s ap-
peal process for each denial of a claim for reimbursement 
reviewed by the reviewer. The provider shall submit a 
request for external independent third-party review to 
the MCO that denied the claim, for each additional claim.

(m) The external independent third-party reviewer 
shall conduct an external independent third-party re-
view of any denial of authorization for a new healthcare 
service or denial of a claim for reimbursement submitted 
to the reviewer.

(n) The external independent third-party reviewer 
shall issue the reviewer’s final decision in a letter to the 
provider’s designated contact, the MCO’s designated 
contact, and the department within 30 days from the 
date of receipt of the appeal documentation forwarded 
by the secretary. The reviewer may extend the time to 
issue a final decision by 14 days upon agreement of both 
parties to the review. The reviewer’s letter shall include 
the following:

(1) The date of the reviewer’s decision letter;
(2) the date of receipt of the provider’s appeal docu-

mentation from the secretary;
(3) the date of the reviewer’s decision and, if an exten-

sion was requested by the reviewer, the date of the exten-
sion request;

(4) the name and address of the requesting provider. 
If the reviewer determines in one action multiple pro-
vider requests or requests involving multiple claims, 
the reviewer shall issue a separate decision letter for 
each MCO, enrollee, and provider as required to protect 
health information;

(5) a summary statement of the reason the provider 
requested the external independent third-party review;

(6) the specialty or professional certification of each in-
dividual reviewing the provider appeal documentation;

(7) a summary statement of the reviewer’s rationale for 
affirming or reversing the MCO’s appeal decision. The 
statement shall include citation to the applicable policies, 
research articles, medical necessity criteria, or any other 
documentation relied upon by the reviewer in reaching 
its decision;

(8) the name of the medical director who reviewed and 
approved the reviewer’s decision;

(9) a statement directing the losing party of the review 
to pay an amount equal to the costs of the review to the 
reviewer and the due date for payment. The statement 
shall include the following:

(A) A statement that if the decision of the external in-
dependent third-party reviewer is reviewed in a state fair 
hearing, the payment due to the reviewer under this sub-
section shall be delayed until the decision of the state fair 
hearing has been issued in the initial order;

(B) a statement that the losing party of the state fair 
hearing’s initial order shall pay the costs of the review to 
the reviewer within 45 days of service of the initial order;

(C) a statement that if the decision in the initial order 
is reviewed by the state appeals committee, the payment 
due to the reviewer under this subsection shall be de-
layed until the decision by the state appeals committee 
has been issued in the final order; and

(D) a statement that the losing party of the state appeal 
committee’s final order shall pay the costs of the review to 
the reviewer within 45 days of service of the final order;

(10) the unique number assigned by the MCO to each 
provider appeal;

(11) the unique number assigned by the reviewer to 
each request for external independent third-party re-
view; and

(12) a statement that the provider will receive an addi-
tional notice from one or more MCOs that includes the 
right to request a state fair hearing regarding the review-
er’s decision.

(o) Within 10 business days of the MCO’s receipt of 
the external independent third-party reviewer’s deci-
sion letter, the MCO shall issue a notice of the reviewer’s 
decision to the provider and the department. The MCO 
shall also issue a notice of the reviewer’s decision to the 
affected enrollee if the request for review is related to the 
denial of an authorization for a new healthcare service. 
The notice shall include the state fair hearing rights for 
the enrollee and the provider.

(p) Each request for an external independent third- 
party review shall automatically extend the deadline to 
request a state fair hearing pending the outcome of the 
review. Any party, including the affected enrollee, may 
request a state fair hearing within 30 days of the date of 

(continued)
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the MCO’s notice of the reviewer’s decision. Pursuant to 
K.S.A. 77-531 and amendments thereto, three days shall 
be added to the 30-day response period if the notice is 
served by U.S. mail or by electronic means.

(q) The decision of the external independent third- 
party reviewer shall be reviewed by the secretary or the 
secretary’s designee. If the MCO is the losing party of the 
review, a determination regarding a review by OAH of 
the reviewer’s decision shall be made by the secretary.

(r) The scheduling of any state fair hearing that in-
volves a denial of an authorization for a new healthcare 
service or a claim for reimbursement for which the pro-
vider has requested an external independent third-par-
ty review shall be delayed until after the reviewer’s de-
cision has been issued. The reviewer’s decision letter, 

the documents relevant to the reviewer’s decision, and 
the MCO’s notice of the reviewer’s decision shall be in-
cluded in the state fair hearing case file for consider-
ation by the presiding officer, together with any other 
facts of the case.

(s) Any provider requesting an external independent 
third-party review may withdraw the request for review 
and request a state fair hearing within 123 days of the 
date of the MCO’s adequate notice of appeal resolution.
