Directive # 20-051
Uniform Standards of Professional Appraisal Practice

This directive is adopted pursuant to the provisions of
K.S.A.79-505(a) and shall take effect and be in force from
and after the Director’s approval date.

For the 2021 and 2022 valuation years, the county or
district appraiser shall perform all appraisal functions
in conformity with Uniform Standards of Professional Ap-
praisal Practice (USPAP), 2020-2021 Edition, the Apprais-

al Standards Board of The Appraisal Foundation, as
(continued)
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required by K.S.A. 79-505(a)(1) and as further defined
herein.

USPAP Standard 5 shall be followed in developing
a mass appraisal for ad valorem taxation purposes.
USPAP Standard 6 shall be followed in reporting a mass
appraisal for ad valorem taxation purposes. Standards
5 and 6 may also be adhered to in revaluing individu-
al properties that initially have been appraised through
mass appraisal methods and techniques, but whose val-
ue estimates are reexamined and reconsidered as a result
of the hearing and appeals processes. Supporting docu-
mentation must be developed and reported for all model
component overrides and adjustments.

USPAP Standard 1 shall be followed in developing a
“single real property appraisal” and USPAP Standard 2
shall be followed in reporting the results of a single real
property appraisal. Most properties in Kansas can be val-
ued though the Orion computer assisted mass apprais-
al (CAMA) system; however, some parcels in Kansas
do not lend themselves to mass appraisal methods and
techniques. If a parcel cannot be credibly appraised with
a mass appraisal model (see Standards Rule 5), USPAP
Standards 1 and 2 would apply.

USPAP Standards 3 and 4 shall be followed in devel-
oping and reporting an appraisal review. An appraisal
review is the process of developing an opinion about the
quality of an appraiser’s work that was completed as part
of an appraisal or appraisal review assignment. It is the
responsibility of the county and district appraiser to ana-
lyze all relevant property appraisals provided by a prop-
erty owner during the appeals process. A comparison of
descriptive data, including subject property characteris-
tics and comparable property information between the
mass appraisal and single property appraisal report, and
explanation of the findings, does not constitute a Stan-
dard 3 review.

A county or district appraiser will be required to report
the assignment results for a single property that was ap-
praised as part of a mass appraisal assignment. USPAP
Advisory Opinion 32 advises there may be many mass
appraisal models used to value a universe of properties,
and while a property record may describe the valua-
tion of a specific property, to understand the individual
property result valued through mass appraisal requires
an examination of all information required in Standards
Rule 6-2. The second sentence of the PREAMBLE states:
It is essential that appraisers develop and communicate
their analyses, opinions, and conclusions to intended us-
ers of their services in a manner that is meaningful and
not misleading. Additionally, the ETHICS RULE states
an appraiser must not communicate assignment results
with the intent to mislead or defraud, and that an ap-
praiser must not use or communicate a report that is
known by the appraiser to be misleading or fraudulent.
If a Kansas county or district appraiser communicates
mass appraisal results for a single property, USPAP re-
quires the communication to be meaningful and must
not be misleading.

The workfile for the mass appraisal assignment shall
contain the information and analyses to support the
valuation models developed for all properties in the ju-
risdiction and provide an understanding of individual

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property valuation results. Substantial documentation
and justification shall be provided for model adjustments
and overrides made to individual parcels.

Appraisals developed for ad valorem taxation in Kansas
must comply with Kansas law, and regulations promul-
gated by the director of property valuation. Most of these
requirements do not preclude compliance with any part of
USPAP, but some place specific requirements on the scope
of work. The director of property valuation has identified
the following assignment elements that are necessary
in Kansas to properly identify the ad valorem appraisal
problem and develop credible assignment results:

® The purpose of ad valorem taxation is to finance the
taxing districts in Kansas (see K.S.A. 79-1468, K.S.A.
79-1801, K.S.A. 79-1803, and K.S.A. 79-1806). County
or district appraisers are required to develop the ap-
praisal estimates that become the assessments used
by the taxing districts (see K.S.A. 79-5a27, K.S.A.
12-5250, K.S.A. 12-1775, K.S.A. 79-1409, K.S.A. 79-
1411a and K.S.A. 79-1411b). Therefore, county com-
missioners serve as the client and the taxing dis-
tricts are the intended users of the appraisal. This
scope of work compliance requirement applies to
Standards Rule 1-2(a), 2-2(a)(i), 3-2(a), 4-2(a), 5-2(a)
or 6-2(a), as applicable. The definition of intended
user has a specific meaning in USPAP. Parties who
receive a copy of the appraisal as a consequence of
disclosure requirements do not become intended
users of the report. (USPAP Advisory Opinion 36).
Taxpayers and property owners are not intended
users of the appraisal prepared for ad valorem tax-
ation in Kansas unless specifically stated as such in
the appraiser’s Scope of Work document.

® The definition of fair market value for ad valorem
appraisals in Kansas is found in K.S.A 79-503a. This
scope of work compliance requirement applies to
Standards Rule, 1-2(c), 2-2(b)(v), 3-2(c), 5-2(c) or
6-2(e), as applicable.

¢ The effective appraisal date for all property in Kan-
sas is January 1, as required by K.S.A. 79-1455. This
scope of work compliance requirement applies to
Standards Rule 1-2(d), 2-2(vi), 3-2(d)(ii), 4-2(d),
5-2(d), 6-2(d), as applicable.

* A minimum standardized set of physical property
characteristics has been determined relevant and
necessary for the effective and efficient mass apprais-
al of real property in Kansas, as required by K.S.A.
79-1477. This scope of work compliance requirement
applies to Standards Rule 5-2(e) and 6-2(i).

Kansas laws and regulations which prevent compli-
ance with a part of USPAP may require the appraiser
to invoke The USPAP JURISDICTIONAL EXCEPTION
RULE. Only the part of USPAP negated by law or reg-
ulation becomes void. Law includes constitutions, legis-
lative and court-mandated law, and administrative rules
and ordinances. Regulations include rules or orders
having legal force, issued by an administrative agency,
such as appraisal directives issued by the director. In-
structions from a client do not establish a jurisdictional
exception. Following are jurisdictional exceptions for ad
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valorem appraisal assignments which must be disclosed
if invoked by the appraiser (USPAP FAQ 106):

¢ Land devoted to agricultural use in Kansas shall be
appraised at both market value and use value as re-
quired by K.S.A 79-1476. The market value apprais-
al of agricultural land shall follow USPAP rules.
However, the prescribed methods used to develop
use values are a statutory requirement. Use value
appraisal estimates shall be utilized for ad valorem
taxation of agricultural land. The requirement to
value agricultural land by use value for assessment
purposes is a jurisdictional exception.

* Kansas statutes require the following subclasses of
tangible personal property to be appraised at fair
market value: manufactured homes, oil and gas
interest, material and equipment used in operat-
ing oil and gas wells, tax roll motor vehicles (with
a 24M tag), trailers (non-business use), commercial
and industrial machinery and equipment no longer
being used in the production of income, and other
personal property not elsewhere classified (such as
aircraft, hot air balloons, golf carts, snowmobiles,
watercraft and boat trailers). The county or district
appraiser may choose from one of two options to
develop and report the appraisal of such property:

o The appraisal methodologies developed and ad-
opted by the Division of Property Valuation and
published in appraisal guides shall be followed
by the county appraiser. (see K.S.A. 79-1412a
sixth, K.S.A. 79-1412(b), K.S.A. 79-1456.

o County or district appraisers may deviate from
the guides on an individual property. Single
property appraisals shall be developed by fol-
lowing USPAP Standard 7 and reported under
requirements of USPAP Standard 8 (see K.S.A.
79-1456(b).

¢ The valuation of non-exempt commercial and in-
dustrial machinery and equipment (class 2, sub-
class 5) and certain motor vehicles is prescribed by
statute (K.S.A. 79-5105a and amendments thereto).
These valuation methods are based upon a mathe-
matical formula and the director of property valu-
ation invokes a jurisdictional exception to USPAP.

Article 301.— SPECIFIC LOTTERY FACILITY
GAMES AT LOTTERY GAMING FACILITIES

111-301-72. Name of game; rules and regulations.
The Kansas lottery shall conduct a lottery facility game
at the Boot Hill Casino in Dodge City, Kansas, entitled “I
Luv Suits.” I Luv Suits is a game that each player may play
against the dealer and/or play against posted paytables.

The rules and regulations for the game of I Luv Suits
are contained in K.A.R. 111-301-72 through 111-301-76,
and applicable generic rules are contained in K.A.R. 111-
201-1 et seq. (Authorized by K.S.A. 74-8710 and 74-8748;
implementing K.S.A. 74-8710; effective, T-111-10-9-20,
Aug. 19, 2020.)

111-301-73. Definitions. The following definitions
shall have the following meanings unless the context
clearly indicates otherwise.

(a) “Ante wager” means the wager that a player is re-
quired to make prior to any cards being dealt in a round
of play.

(b) “Flush” means a hand in which all cards are in the
same suit.

(c) “Flush rush wager” means the optional wager that
a player makes prior to any cards being dealt in order
to compete against a posted paytable, regardless of the
outcome of the player’s hand against the dealer.

(d) “Hand” means the seven cards that are held by
each player and the dealer after all cards have been dealt.

(e) “Play wager” means an additional wager that a
player must make if the player chooses to remain in com-
petition against the dealer after the player reviews his or
her hand.

(f) “Round of play” means one complete cycle of play
during which all wagers have been placed, all cards have
been dealt and all remaining wagers have been paid off
or collected in accordance with the rules of the game.

(g) “Straight flush” means a hand in which all cards are
in the same suit and in consecutive rank order.

(h) “Straight flush rush wager” means the optional wa-
ger that a player makes prior to any cards being dealt in
order to compete against a posted paytable, regardless of
the outcome of the player’s hand against the dealer.

(i) “Suit” means one of the four categories of cards:
club, diamond, heart or spade. (Authorized by K.S.A.
74-8710 and 74-8748; implementing K.S.A. 74-8710; effec-
tive, T-111-10-9-20, Aug. 19, 2020.)

111-301-74. Card and hand rankings. (a) The rank
of the cards used in “I Luv Suits,” in order of highest
to lowest rank, shall be: ace, king, queen, jack, 10, 9, 8,
7, 6,5, 4,3, and 2. All suits shall be considered equal in
rank. Notwithstanding the foregoing, an ace may also be
used as the equivalent of a “1” card to complete a straight
flush. An ace may only be used as the highest ranking
card in a flush. The only permissible hands in the game
of I Luv Suits are certain straight flushes and flushes.

(b) The permissible straight flushes in order of highest
to lowest rank, shall be as follows:
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(1) Seven card straight flush, with ace, king, queen,
jack, 10, 9, and 8 being the highest ranking seven card
straight flush and 7, 6, 5, 4, 3, 2 and ace being the lowest
ranking seven card straight flush.

(2) Six card straight flush, with ace, king, queen, jack,
10 and 9 being the highest ranking six card straight flush
and 6, 5, 4, 3, 2 and ace being the lowest ranking six card
straight flush.

(3) Five card straight flush, with ace, king, queen, jack
and 10 being the highest ranking five card straight flush
and 5, 4, 3, 2 and ace being the lowest ranking five card
straight flush.

(4) Four card straight flush, with ace, king, queen and
jack being the highest ranking four card straight flush
and 4, 3, 2 and ace being the lowest ranking four card
straight flush.

(5) Three card straight flush, with ace, king and queen
being the highest ranking three card straight flush and
3, 2 and ace being the lowest ranking three card straight
flush.

(c) The permissible flushes in order of highest to lowest
rank, shall be as follows:

(1) Seven card flush.

(2) Six card flush.

(3) Five card flush.

(4) Four card flush.

(5) Three card flush.

(6) Two card flush.

(d) Ranking of hands containing a flush is based upon
the number of cards of the same suit in the player’s and
dealer’s hands. In the event both the dealer and the play-
er have the same number of cards in their flush, the win-
ning hand is determined by the highest ranking card of
the flush in each hand. If the highest ranking card is the
same in both hands, the second highest card shall de-
termine the winner. If the highest and second highest
ranking cards are the same in both hands, the third high-
est ranking card shall be used to determine the winner.
This same procedure shall be used for each successive-
ly lower ranked card in each hand until a winner or a
tie is determined. If the hands are of identical rank after
the application of this comparison, the hands shall be
considered a tie or draw and any ante wager and play
wager are returned to the player. When determining the
winning hand between the player and dealer, it is irrel-
evant whether the flush also constitutes a straight flush.
Straight flushes are only relevant to the optional straight
flush rush wager. (Authorized by K.S.A. 74-8710 and 74-
8748; implementing K.S.A. 74-8710; effective, T-111-10-9-
20, Aug. 19, 2020.)

111-301-75. Wagers. (a) The following wagers may
be placed in the game of I Luv Suits:

(1) In order to participate in a round of play, before any
cards are dealt a player must place an ante wager that is
in any amount within the minimum and maximum wa-
gers posted at the table.

(2) After examination of his or her cards, each player
who has placed an ante wager shall have the option to
either forfeit the ante wager and end his or her partici-
pation against the dealer’s hand or compete against the
dealer. If a player chooses to compete against the dealer,
the player must discard all cards the player will not uti-
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lize to compete against the dealer and place one of the
following play wagers:

(A) if the player’s hand contains fewer than five cards
of the same suit, the play wager must be in the same
amount as the player’s ante wager;

(B) if the player’s hand contains five or more cards of
the same suit, the play wager may be in any amount up
to two times the player’s ante wager; or,

(C) if the player’s hand contains six or seven cards of
the same suit, the play wager may be in any amount up
to three times the player’s ante wager.

(3) A player placing an ante wager may also compete
against a paytable by placing a flush rush wager and/or
straight flush rush wager in any amount within the mini-
mum and maximum wagers posted at the table; or,

(4) A player may compete against both the dealer and
the paytable by placing wagers in accordance with the
requirements of (a)(1), (a)(2) and (a)(3) above.

(b) All wagers at I Luv Suits shall be made by placing
gaming chips or authorized vouchers on the appropriate
betting areas of the game table layout approved by the
Kansas lottery.

(c) Only players who have placed wagers at a gaming
position at a I Luv Suits game table are eligible to receive
cards.

(d) No wager shall be made, increased, or withdrawn
after the first card has been dealt in that round of play.

(e) An additional wager may be made as a tip for the
dealer on the ante wager, play wager, flush rush wager,
and the straight flush rush wager. In order to place a play
wager for the dealer, the player must have previously
placed an ante wager as a tip for the dealer. (Authorized
by K.S.A. 74-8710 and 74-8748; implementing K.S.A. 74-
8710; effective, T-111-10-9-20, Aug. 19, 2020.)

111-301-76. Play. (a) The game of I Luv Suits is
played with a standard 52-card deck of playing cards.

(b) A shuffling machine may be used in the game of
I Luv Suits. When a shuffling machine is used, the ma-
chine will deal seven cards at a time. Beginning with the
first player to the left of the dealer and continuing clock-
wise in order around the table, the dealer shall deal each
player and the dealer seven cards one stack at a time face
down. In the event a shuffling machine is not used and
the dealer manually shuffles the cards, beginning with
the first player to the left of the dealer and continuing
clockwise in order around the table, the dealer shall deal
each player and the dealer seven cards face down. Each
player shall be dealt all seven cards before the next play-
er or dealer is dealt his or her seven cards.

(c) After all cards have been dealt, each player may ex-
amine his or her cards. Each player who places a wager
shall be responsible for his or her own hand and no per-
son other than the dealer and the player to whom the
cards were dealt may touch the cards of that player.

(d) After examination of his or her cards, each player
shall have the option to either forfeit the ante wager and
end his or her participation against the dealer’s hand or
make a play wager. If the player’s hand consists of five
cards of the same suit, the player may make a play wager
up to two times the amount of the player’s ante wager.
If the player’s hand consists of six or seven cards of the
same suit, the player may make a play wager up to three
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times the amount of the player’s ante wager. If a player
has placed an ante wager along with a flush rush wager
and/or super flush rush wager but does not make a play
wager, the player shall forfeit the ante wager.

(e) After each player has either placed a play wager on
the designated area of the table or forfeited his or her wa-
ger and hand, the dealer shall collect all forfeited wagers
and associated cards, placing them in the discard rack or
automatic shuffling device. The dealer shall then reveal the
dealer’s cards and place the cards so as to form the highest
possible ranking hand available for the dealer’s cards.

(f) The dealer shall then settle the wagers remaining on
the table by performing the procedure in subsection (h)
below. All cards collected during the procedure shall be
placed in the discard rack or automatic shuffling machine.

(g) Starting with the player farthest to the dealer’s right
and continuing counterclockwise around the table the
dealer shall:

(1) Reveal the cards of each remaining player, one play-
er at a time;

(2) Determine the highest ranking hand of each re-
maining player;

(3) Collect all losing wagers;

(4) Pay each winning wager in accordance with the
payout odds listed below; and,

(5) Collect all player cards and place them in the dis-
card rack or automatic shuffling machine.

(h) All cards collected by the dealer shall be picked
up in order and placed in the discard rack or automatic
shuffling machine in such a way that they can be readily
arranged to reconstruct each hand in the event of a ques-
tion or dispute.

(i) There are three winning payout types, as follows:

(1) A player in competition against the dealer shall
be paid at odds of one to one on both the ante wager
and the play wager if the player’s hand is ranked higher
than the dealer’s hand, except that to win both wagers
the dealer’s hand must contain at least a three card flush
containing a 9 or higher ranking card and the player’s
hand must be ranked higher than the dealer’s hand. If
the dealer does not hold a hand with at least a three card
flush containing a 9 or higher ranking card, the player’s
ante wager shall automatically be paid at odds of one to
one and the player’s play wager shall be returned to the
player as a tie.

(2) A player placing a flush rush wager shall be paid at
the following odds:

Four card flush 1to1l
Five card flush 10to 1
Six card flush 100to 1

300to 1

(3) A player placing a super flush rush wager shall be
paid at the following odds:

Three card straight flush 7to1l

Seven card flush

Four card straight flush 75to1

Five card straight flush 100 to 1
Six card straight flush 200to 1
Seven card straight flush 500 to 1

(4) Notwithstanding the payout odds, the maximum
aggregate payout limit for any flush rush or super flush
(continued)
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rush hand shall be the posted maximum wager times the
maximum posted odds, exclusive of the ante or the play
wager. (Authorized by K.S5.A. 74-8710 and 74-8748; im-
plementing K.S.A. 74-8710; effective, T-111-10-9-20, Aug.
19, 2020.)

Article 501.—SOUTH CENTRAL GAMING ZONE

111-501-71. Definitions. The following definitions
shall apply to the Fortune Pai Gow Poker game:

(a) “Bank” or “banker” means the player who elects
to have other players and the dealer play against him
or her and accepts the responsibility to pay all winning
wagers.

(b) “Base bet” means the mandatory wager that must
be made before the dealer deals the cards, the minimum
and maximum limits of which bets shall be posted at
each table.

(c) “Chung” means the object used to designate the
banker.

(d) “Copy hand” means either a two-card hand or a
five-card hand of a player which is identical in rank to
the corresponding two-card hand or five-card hand of
the dealer or bank.

(e) “Envy bonus” means the bonus for which a player
qualifies if the player has bet at least $5.00 on that hand,
which bonus is won when any player at the table receives
a hand consisting of a four of a kind or higher ranking
hand, excluding the dealer and the dealer’s own hand.

(f) “Fortune bonus bet” means an optional side bet
with a separate pay table, which bet must be made con-
currently with the base bet, with the minimum fortune
bonus bet being $1.00 and the maximum fortune bonus
bet being $25.00.

(g) “Foul” or “fouled hand” means when the two-card
low hand is higher in rank than the five-card high hand.
The banker cannot foul his or her hand and must reset
the cards.

(h) “High hand” means the five-card hand which is
formed from the seven cards dealt in the game of Pai
Gow Poker so as to rank equal to or higher than the two-
card low hand.

(i) “Low hand” means the two-card hand which is
formed from the seven cards dealt at the game of Pai
Gow Poker so as to rank equal to or lower than the five-
card high hand.

(j) “Progressive pool” means the set percentage of all
progressive wagers made in the game of Pai Gow Poker
that accumulates until paid to one or more winners of a
progressive wager.

(k) “Progressive wager” means an optional wager
that a player may make prior to any cards being dealt
that the player’s best hand will be a full house, four of a
kind, straight flush, royal flush, five aces, or a seven-card
straight flush with or without using the joker, with a
winning progressive wager being paid in accordance
with a posted pay table regardless of the outcome of the
player’s hand otherwise.

(1) “Rank” or “ranking” means the relative position of a
card or group of cards in descending order.

(m) “Royal match” means a king and queen of the
same suit.
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(n) “Set” or “setting the hands” means the process of
forming a high hand and a low hand from the seven
cards dealt.

(0) “Suit” means one of the four categories of standard
playing cards, i.e., diamond, spade, club, or heart. (Au-
thorized by K.S.A. 74-8710 and 74-8748; implementing
K.S.A. 74-8710; effective, T-111-12-22-11, Oct. 12, 2011;
amended, T-111-12-20-19, Nov. 13, 2019; amended, T-
111-10-9-20, Aug. 19, 2020.)

111-501-81. Payout odds and limitations. (a) Pai
Gow Poker payout odds shall be as follows:

Seven card straight flush 2,500 to 1, with $1,000 envy bonus
(without using the joker)

Royal flush including royal match 1,000 to 1, with $750 envy bonus
Seven card straight flush 750 to 1, with $250 envy bonus

(using the joker)

Five aces 250 to 1, with $100 envy bonus
Royal flush without royal match 125 to 1, with $50 envy bonus
Straight flush 50 to 1, with $20 envy bonus
Four of a kind 25 to 1, with $5 envy bonus
Full house 5to1

Flush 4to1

Three of a kind 3tol

Straight 2to1

(b) Notwithstanding the payout odds above, the pay-
out limit for any round of play shall be $25,000 with re-
gard to any number or combination of hands consisting
of a seven card straight flush, a royal flush plus a royal
match or five aces. All hands consisting of a royal flush,
straight flush, four-of-a-kind, full house, flush, three of
a kind or straight will be paid regardless of the $25,000
limit stated above.

(c) The mathematical formula for determining the pay-
out with a $25,000 maximum is:

(1) the individual awards each are determined;

(2) the sum total of these awards are determined (SUM);

(3) the ratio of LIMIT/SUM are determined as a per-
centage;

(4) each player is paid the product of the individual
awards multiplied by the percentage, with each amount
rounded to the nearest whole dollar, with the player
receiving the lowest payout receiving any additional
amount, if any, necessary to bring the cumulative payout
to $25,000.

(5) By way of example only: Limit = $25,000; player one
(“Al1”) has a seven card straight flush without a joker and
had wagered $25, for a $62,500 win; player two (“A2”)
has a royal flush plus royal match and had wagered $30,
for a $30,000 win; player three (“A3”) has five aces and
had wagered $15, for a $3,750 win; the sum (“SUM”) of
all wins equals $96,250; the $25,000 limit divided by sum
of all wins of $96,250 equals .2597; player one gets $62,500
times .2597, which equals $16,231; player two gets $30,000
times .2597, which equals $7,791; and, player three gets
$3,750 times .2597, which equals $ 974 (plus an additional
$4, as set forth hereinafter), for a total payout of $25,000.
Based on the formula there are four dollars left over after
all payouts are made. The four dollars would be paid to
the lowest payout. In the above example it would be paid
to player three, who would receive a total of $978.

(d) Players shall be paid on each winning progressive
wager in accordance with the following pay table:
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Player’s Hand

Seven card straight flush (with
or without using the joker)
Five aces (4 aces and the joker)

Payout Percentage or Odds
100% of progressive pool*

10% of progressive pool*

Royal flush 500 for 1*
Straight flush 100 for 1*
Four of a kind 75 for 1*
Full house 4 for 1*

*This does not include the return of the player’s original bet and only
the two prizes denoted as percentages shall be paid out of the progres-
sive pool.

(e) The minimum progressive wager shall be in the
amount of either $1.00 or $5.00 as selected by the lottery
gaming facility manager and posted at each table that of-
fers the progressive wager.

(f) The progressive pool shall be funded as follows:

(1) The casino manager shall initially contribute
$10,000 if the minimum progressive wager is $1.00 or
shall initially contribute $50,000 if the minimum progres-
sive wager is $5.00 to establish the beginning amount for
the progressive pool. Each time the progressive pool falls
below the beginning amount the casino manager shall
contribute such amount necessary to restore the progres-
sive pool back to the beginning amount; and

(2) For each progressive wager made 28% of each pro-
gressive wager shall be added to the progressive pool.

(g) If during the same round of play more than one
player is entitled to 100% of the progressive pool, the
player farthest to the right of the dealer shall receive the
amount in the progressive pool at that time and all oth-
er players entitled to 100% of the progressive pool shall
each receive the beginning amount of the progressive
pool.

(h) If during the same round of play one or more play-
ers are entitled to 100% of the progressive pool and one or
more players are also entitled to 10% of the progressive
pool, the winning player farthest to the right of the dealer
shall first receive either 100% or 10% of the progressive
pool, as applicable. After paying the player farthest to the
right of the dealer and deducting that amount from the
progressive pool, working from that player to the dealer’s
left each player winning a share of the progressive pool
shall be paid either 10% of the amount then remaining in
the progressive pool or 100% of the beginning amount, as
applicable. (Authorized by K.S.A. 74-8710 and 74-8748;
