Notice is hereby given that the Kansas Department of 
Health and Environment (KDHE) is soliciting comments 
regarding a proposed air quality construction permit. 
The Goodyear Tire & Rubber Company has applied for 
an air quality construction permit in accordance with the 
provisions of K.A.R. 28-19-300 for the proposed addi-
tion of a new tire building machine, eighteen new curing 
presses, a new tire green spray booth, and the modifica-
tion of Mixer #11 at their tire manufacturing facility lo-
cated at 2000 NW US-24 Hwy., Topeka, Shawnee Coun-
ty, KS 66618. Emissions of particulate matter (PM), PM 
with less than or equal to 10 micrometers in aerodynamic 
diameter (PM10), PM with less than or equal to 2.5 mi-
crometers in aerodynamic diameter (PM2.5), volatile or-
ganic compounds (VOCs), oxides of nitrogen (NOx), sul-
fur oxides (SOx), carbon monoxide (CO), lead, hazardous 
air pollutants (HAPs), and greenhouse gases (GHG), as 
carbon dioxide equivalent (CO2e), were evaluated during 
the permit review process.

The proposed permit is to be issued in accordance with 
the provisions of K.A.R. 28-19-350, Prevention of Signif-
icant Deterioration (PSD) which adopt the federal stan-
dards, procedures, and requirements of 40 CFR 52.21 by 
reference. These air quality regulations apply to major 
stationary emission sources located in areas designated 
as “attainment” under the federal Clean Air Act (CAA). 
Attainment areas are areas where the air quality meets 
or is better than the National Ambient Air Quality Stan-
dards (NAAQS).

The PSD regulations require evaluation of emission re-
duction techniques to identify the best available control 
technology (BACT) for each regulated pollutant, includ-
ing GHGs, for which the emission rate exceeds the PSD 
significant emission level. The purpose of BACT is to affect 
the maximum degree of reduction achievable, taking into 
account energy, environmental, and economic impacts for 
each pollutant under review. Evaluation of the estimated 
emissions for the proposed project indicates that the emis-
sion rate of VOCs exceeds the significant emission level. 
Since VOC is precursor for Ozone (O3), BACT for VOC 
will be considered BACT for O3.  The Goodyear Tire & 
Rubber Company conducted the required BACT analyses, 
and KDHE concurs with their findings.

An ambient air quality impact analysis was performed 
on the air emissions of O3 from the project using the EPA’s 
2019 guidance entitled, “Guidance on the Development of 
Modeled Emission Rates for Precursors (MERPs) as a Tier 1 
Demonstration Tool for Ozone and PM2.5 under the PSD Per-
mitting Program (MERP Guidance)”. The analysis demon-
strated no significant impact on ambient air quality for O3, 
with VOC as precursor. This project also did not consume 
any PSD increment. No assessment of visibility impacts at 
a Class I area was performed by the facility because there 
are no Federal Class I areas located within 300 km of the 
proposed facility. The facility did not conduct a visibility 
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impact analysis for a local Class II area because the pro-
posed project only triggers PSD for VOC, and the VOC 
emissions are not expected to impact visibility. No adverse 
impacts on soils and vegetation in the area are expected.

A public comment period has been established to al-
low citizens the opportunity to express any concerns 
they may have about this proposed permitting action.

Appendix 1: KDWP Substrate Characterization

Project sponsor or representative must characterize the 
substrate within the project area, including a 10-meter 
buffer upstream and downstream of work area.

The general guidelines for substrate characterizations 
require a minimum total of five cross section transects 
be analyzed: at least two within the proposed work area, 

one within a 10-meter buffer upstream of the project 
area, and two within a 10-meter buffer downstream of 
the project area.

K.A.R. 100-6-6. Reentry active license; medicine and 
surgery and osteopathic medicine.

The purpose of this proposed regulation is to provide 
requirements for issuance, maintenance, and scope of the 
practice for a reentry active license for those practicing 
medicine and surgery and osteopathic medicine.

While a qualified economist would be required to 
provide an expert opinion of the regulation’s impact 
on economic activity and growth, in the lay opinion of 
agency staff, the regulation enhances business activities 
because the regulation implements an available license 
type for physicians who wish to reenter the practice of 
medicine.

This regulation was developed during a publicly no-
ticed open meeting of the Board, and the Board is fol-
lowing all notice and open meeting hearing require-
ments associated with promulgating this regulation. 
Further it should be noted that the Board of Healing Arts 
is comprised of medical practitioners, business owners, 
and members of the public. The Board of Healing Arts 
intends to comply with all public hearing requirements 
involved in the regulation promulgation process.
