(d) The procedures set forth in K.A.R. 111-18-5 for se-
lecting winners and alternate winners shall be followed.

(e) There is no limit on the number of tickets a player 
may enter into the drawing, but a player shall win only 
once.

(f) One drawing will be conducted by the Kansas lot-
tery. The first 20 players selected will receive $1,000 cash 
and have their name submitted as a semi-finalist to the 
Multi-State Lottery Association for a chance to be one of 
four finalists who win a VIP trip to the NASCAR Cup 
Series Championship Weekend at Phoenix Raceway, and 
other amenities as proposed by the Multi-State Lottery 
Association and approved by the Kansas lottery.
