either side of scale.
	◦ Machine tamp and hand regulate.

•	 Install two 12’ 6” separate scales that both sets of 
wheels will set on at the same time and are legal for 
trade.
	◦ Excavate material for concrete foundation work (in-

cludes over excavation for a 20 foot wide mud mat).
	◦ Contractor will pour concrete foundation to spec-

ifications, including an area in the middle of dead 
span 2’ wide by 10” deep across the width of the 
unload conveyor.

•	 Remove track from road crossing to east derail.
	◦ Unbolt rail east of road crossing and at east derail.
