Executive Order No. 20-03
Extending states of local disaster
emergency relating to COVID-19

WHEREAS, securing the health, safety, and economic
well-being of citizens of the State of Kansas is this Ad-
ministration’s top priority;

WHEREAS, pursuant to K.S.A. 48-932 cities and coun-
ties across the State of Kansas have declared a state of
local disaster emergency related to the COVID-19 health
emergency, but such declarations may generally only be
extended by local governing bodies in 7-day increments,
requiring a weekly vote in each local jurisdiction;

WHEREAS, the United States Departments of Health
and Human Services declared a public health emergen-
cy for COVID-19 beginning January 27, 2020, with over
4,000 cases of the illness and over 60 deaths as a result of
the illness across the United States;

WHEREAS, the World Health Organization declared a
global pandemic on March 11, 2020;

WHEREAS, a State of Disaster Emergency was pro-
claimed for the State of Kansas on March 12, 2020; and

WHEREAS, this Administration will do whatever it
can to assist Kansas citizens in these challenging times,
and that includes ensuring local governments are able to
effectively and efficiently help Kansans.

NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to the authority vested
in me as Governor of the State of Kansas, including the
authority granted me by K.S.A 48-924 and K.S.A 48-925,
I hereby direct and order that, without requiring weekly
votes by each local governing body, any declared state of
local disaster emergency issued pursuant to K.S.A. 48-932
relating to COVID-19 is hereby extended for either the du-
ration of the March 12, 2020 State of Disaster Emergency
for the State of Kansas or until this order is rescinded.

This document shall be filed with the Secretary of State as
Executive Order No. 20-03. It shall become effective imme-
diately and remain in force until rescinded or until the state-
wide State of Disaster Emergency proclaimed on March 7,
2020, relating to COVID-19 expires, whichever is earlier.

Executive Order No. 20-04
Temporarily prohibiting mass gatherings
to limit the spread of COVID-19

WHEREAS, securing the health, safety, and economic
well-being of residents and visitors in the State of Kansas
is this Administration’s top priority;

WHEREAS, the United States Departments of Health
and Human Services declared a public health emergen-
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cy for COVID-19 beginning January 27, 2020, with over
4,000 cases of the illness and over 60 deaths as a result of
the illness across the United States;

WHEREAS, the World Health Organization declared a
global pandemic on March 11, 2020;

WHEREAS, a State of Disaster Emergency was pro-
claimed for the State of Kansas on March 12, 2020;

WHEREAS, on March 13, 2020, the President of the
United States declared the ongoing COVID-19 a pan-
demic of sufficient severity and magnitude to warrant
an emergency declaration for all states, tribes, territories,
and the District of Columbia pursuant to Section 501(b) of
the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency As-
sistance Act, 42 U.S.C. § 5121-5207 (the “Stafford Act”);

WHEREAS, on March 13, 2020, the President of the Unit-
ed States pursuant to Sections 201 and 301 of the National
Emergencies Act, 50 U.S.C. § 1601, et seq. and consistent
with Section 1135 of the Social Security Act, as amended
(42 U.S.C. § 1320b-5), declared a national emergency that
the COVID-19 outbreak in the United States constitutes a
national emergency beginning March 1, 2020;

WHEREAS, this Administration will do whatever it
can to assist Kansans in these challenging times; and

WHEREAS, further action is necessary to protect the
health and safety of the residents of Kansas, slow the spread
of the COVID-19 outbreak, reduce the number of people in-
fected, and avoid strain on our health care system.

NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to the authority vested
in me as Governor of the State of Kansas, including the
authority granted me by K.S.A 48-924 and K.S.A 48-925,
in order to mitigate the spread of COVID-19, I hereby
direct and order the following:

1. Effective at 12:01 p.m. on Tuesday, March 17, 2020,
all public or private mass gatherings, as defined be-
low, are prohibited in the State of Kansas.

a. The phrase “mass gathering” as used in this or-
der means any planned or spontaneous, public
or private event or convening that will bring to-
gether or is likely to bring together 50 or more
people in a confined or enclosed space at the
same time.

b. This prohibition includes, but is not limited
to, mass gatherings at: auditoriums, theaters,
movie theaters, museums, stadiums, arenas,
conference rooms, meeting halls, exhibition cen-
ters, taverns, health and fitness centers, recre-
ation centers, and licensed pools.

2. The following activities or facilities are exempt from
the prohibitions of this order:

a. Meetings or proceedings of the Kansas Senate or
Kansas House of Representatives and legislative
committees;

. Operations of the United States Government;

. Religious gatherings, as long as attendees can

engage in appropriate social distancing;

. Funeral or memorial services or ceremonies;

. Airports;

. Public, private, or charter schools for instru-

tional purposes, for non-instructional purpos-
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es—such as medication pickup, childcare ser-

vices, providing meals—and when operating a

polling places;

g. Childcare locations (including those that operate
within a facility that is otherwise subject to the
prohibitions of this order), residential care cen-
ters, and group homes;

h. Hotels and motels, as long as the restaurant and
bar guidelines, listed below in subparagraph t,
are followed;

i. Military and National Guard facilities;

j. Law enforcement, jail, or correctional facilities,
including any facility operated by the Depart-
ment of Corrections;

k. Any facility being used as part of a government
or community response to a natural disaster;

1. Food pantries and shelter facilities, including day
centers, for individuals and families;

m. Detoxification centers;

n. Apartment or other multi-family residential
buildings, except that the prohibitions of para-
graph 1 apply to any non-residential facilities,
rooms, or operations in such buildings subject to
any other exceptions listed in paragraph 2;

0. Shopping malls and other retail establishments
where large numbers of people are present but
are generally not within arm’s length of one a
other for more than 10 minutes;

p. Hospitals, medical facilities, and pharmacies;

q. Long-term care and assisted living facilities,
as long the facility follows all current Depart-
ment of Health Services Recommendations for
Prevention of COVID-19 in Long-Term Care Fa-
cilities and Assisted Living Facilities per the
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention;

r. Libraries;

s. Senior Centers, but only for the service of meals
and only if the requirements listed below are
followed:

i. Preserve social distancing of 6 feet between ta-
bles, booths, bar stools, and ordering count-
ers; and

ii. Cease self-service of unpackaged food, such
as in salad bars or buffets;

t. Restaurants and bars, but only if the require-
ments listed below are followed:

i. Preserve social distancing of 6 feet between
tables, booths, bar stools, and ordering count-
ers; and

ii. Cease self-service of unpackaged food, such
as in salad bars or buffets;

u. Retail food establishments (grocery stores, con-
venience stores, farmer’s markets) as long as the
requirements listed below are followed:

i. Preserve social distancing of 6 feet between
tables, booths, bar stools, and ordering count-
ers; and

ii. Cease self-service of unpackaged food, such

as in salad bars or buffets;

v. Office spaces and government service centers;

w. Manufacturing, processing, distribution, and
production facilities;
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x. Public transportation;

y. Utility facilities;

z. Job centers; and

aa. Facilities operated by the Kansas Legislature
and Kansas Court System.

3. All public gatherings that bring together or are
likely to bring together 50 or fewer people in a
single room or confined or enclosed space at
the same time should:

a. Preserve social distancing of 6 feet between
people, and

b. Follow all other public health recommendations
issued by the Kansas Department of Health and
Environment and all local county and municipal
health codes.

This document shall be filed with the Secretary of State
as Executive Order No. 20-04. It shall become effective
immediately and remain in force until rescinded, un-
til May 1, 2020, or until the statewide State of Disaster
Emergency proclaimed on March 12, 2020, relating to
COVID-19 expires, whichever is earlier.

Temporarily prohibiting utility and
internet disconnects

WHEREAS, securing the health, safety, and economic
well-being of residents of the State of Kansas is this Ad-
ministration’s top priority;

WHEREAS, Kansas is facing a crisis, the pandemic and
public health emergency of COVID-19, with effects of
illness, quarantines, school closures, and temporary clo-
sures of businesses resulting in lost wages and financial
hardship to Kansas citizens; and;

WHEREAS, the United States Departments of Health
and Human Services declared a public health emergen-
cy for COVID-19 beginning January 27, 2020, with over
4,000 cases of the illness and over 60 deaths as a result of
the illness across the United States;

NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to the authority vested
in me as Governor of the State of Kansas, including the
authority granted me by K.S.A. 48-924 and K.S.A. 48-925,
in order to mitigate the economic effects of the spread of
COVID-19 I hereby direct and order that all Kansas utility
providers not under the jurisdiction of the Kansas Corpo-
ration Commission temporarily suspend the practice of
disconnecting service to Kansas citizens for non-payment.
This directive covers all electrical, natural gas, water, and
telecommunications utilities as well as internet service
providers who provide services to Kansas citizens.

This document shall be filed with the Secretary of State
as Executive Order No. 20-05. It shall become effective on
March 17, 2020, at 12:01 p.m. and remain in force until
rescinded, until May 1, 2020, or until the statewide State
of Disaster Emergency proclaimed on March 12, 2020, re-
lating to COVID-19 expires, whichever is earlier.

WHEREAS, the United States Departments of Health
and Human Services declared a public health emergen-
cy for COVID-19 beginning January 27, 2020, with over
4,000 cases of the illness and over 60 deaths as a result of
the illness across the United States;

NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to the authority vested
in me as Governor of the State of Kansas, including the
authority granted me by K.S.A. 48-924 and K.S.A. 48-925,
in order to mitigate the economic effects of the spread of
COVID-19 I hereby direct and order all financial insti-
tutions operating in Kansas to temporarily suspend the
initiation of any mortgage foreclosure efforts or judicial
proceedings and any commercial or residential eviction
efforts or judicial proceedings until May 1, 2020.

This document shall be filed with the Secretary of State
as Executive Order No. 20-06. It shall become effective
March 17, 2020, at 12:01 p.m. and remain in force until
rescinded, until May 1, 2020, or until the statewide State
of Disaster Emergency proclaimed on March 12, 2020, re-
lating to COVID-19 expires, whichever is earlier.

Temporarily closing K-12 schools to slow
the spread of COVID-19

WHEREAS, securing the health, safety, and economic
well-being of residents of the State of Kansas is this Ad-
ministration’s top priority;

WHEREAS, Kansas is facing a crisis—the pandemic
and public health emergency of COVID-19—resulting in
illness, quarantines, school closures, and temporary clo-
sure of businesses resulting in lost wages and financial
hardship to Kansas citizens;
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WHEREAS, the United States Departments of Health
and Human Services declared a public health emergen-
cy for COVID-19 beginning January 27, 2020, with more
than 4,000 cases of the illness and more than 60 deaths as
a result of the illness across the United States;

WHEREAS, the World Health Organization declared a
pandemic on March 11, 2020;

WHEREAS, a State of Disaster Emergency was pro-
claimed for the State of Kansas on March 12, 2020;

WHEREAS, on March 13, 2020, the President of the
United States declared the ongoing COVID-19 a pan-
demic of sufficient severity and magnitude to warrant
an emergency declaration for all states, tribes, territories,
and the District of Columbia pursuant to Section 50 1 (b)
of the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency
Assistance Act, 42 U.S.C. § 5121-5207 (the “Stafford Act”);

WHEREAS, Kansas’ K-12 schools are the backbone of
our communities, but they are also opportunities to sig-
nificantly further the spread of COVID-19;

WHEREAS, many schools have already temporarily
closed, either voluntarily or as a result of local health de-
partment orders or state-level recommendations;

WHEREAS, the status of the COVID-19 outbreak now
requires a statewide approach to K-12 schools that gives
students, parents, teachers, staff, and administrators
some certainty and the opportunity to develop and im-
plement alternative instructional programs and methods;

WHEREAS, I have consulted with the Commissioner
of Education and the State Department of Education,
and received the input of the Kansas State Board of Ed-
ucation, the Kansas National Education Association, the
Kansas School Superintendents” Association, the United
School Administrators of Kansas, and the Kansas Asso-
ciation of School Boards as to the actions required and
appropriate in these unprecedented circumstances to en-
sure the safety of our communities, our students, and the
professionals who work with them;

WHEREAS, the Commissioner of Education and other
leaders of our schools are working to implement contin-
uous learning measures or programs to assist in the aca-
demic and educational development of our students; and

WHEREAS, this Administration will do whatever it can
to assist Kansans in these challenging times, especially
through protecting our children, families, and educators.

NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to the authority vested
in me as Governor of the State of Kansas, including the
authority granted me by K.S.A. 48-924 and K.S.A. 48-925,
in order to mitigate the effects of the spread of COVID-19
I hereby direct and order the following;:

1. All K-12 school buildings or facilities—whether

public or private—used for student instruction are
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to close and cease in-person instruction until May
29, 2020, except as allowed below.

2. Any school building or facility operating with a to-
tal of fewer than 10 students, instructors, or staff
may continue normal operations so long as they
comply with all directives regarding social dis-
tancing, hygiene, and other methods to slow the
spread of COVID-19.

3. The Commissioner of Education and the State De-
partment of Education will formulate guidance for
school districts to create and implement continu-
ous learning plans as well as implement in-person
instruction protocols and methods for small groups
of students on subjects not reasonably susceptible
to continuous learning. Adhering to this guidance
and in consultation with local health departments,
K-12 schools may conduct appropriate, limited
in-person instruction in small groups of students
so long as they comply with all directives regard-
ing social distancing, hygiene, and other methods
to slow the spread of COVID-19.

4. All schools should work with their local govern-
ments and county health departments to deter-
mine appropriate meal provision, childcare, or oth-
er community uses of school facilities or resources
while complying with all directives regarding
social distancing, hygiene, and other methods of
slowing the spread of COVID-19.

5. The Commissioner of Education is empowered to
grant waivers to the terms of this order but only
as needed to comply with federal law or to ensure
eligibility for federal funds.

6. This order supersedes any contrary or less restric-
tive order by any local health department regarding
the operation of schools and should be read in con-
junction with EO 20-04 (“Temporarily prohibiting
mass gatherings to limit the spread of COVID-19”).
Any contrary or less restrictive language in EO 20-
04 is superseded by this order.

This document shall be filed with the Secretary of State
as Executive Order No. 20-07. It shall become effective
immediately and remain in force until rescinded or until
the statewide State of Disaster Emergency proclaimed on
March 12, 2020, relating to COVID-19 expires, whichever
is earlier.

House Substitute for SENATE BILL No. 27

AN ACT concerning employment security law; relating to the maxi-
mum benefit eligibility period; compensation for the pre-payment
waiting period; amending K.S.A. 2019 Supp. 44-704 and 44-705 and
repealing the existing sections.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:

Section 1. K.S.A. 2019 Supp. 44-704 is hereby amended to read as
follows: 44-704. (a) Payment of benefits. All benefits provided herein shall
be payable from the fund. All benefits shall be paid through the sec-
retary of labor, in accordance with such rules and regulations as the
secretary may adopt. Benefits based on service in employment defined
in K.S.A. 44-703(i)(3)(E) and (i)(3)(F), and amendments thereto, shall
be payable in the same amount, on the same terms and subject to the
same conditions as compensation payable on the basis of other service
subject to this act except as provided in K.S.A. 44-705(e) and-K-5-A- 44-
711(e)t2), and amendments thereto.

(b) Determined weekly benefit amount. An individual’s determined
weekly benefit amount shall be an amount equal to 4.25% of the indi-
vidual’s total wages for insured work paid during that calendar quar-
ter of the individual’s base period-inwhich that such total wages were
highest, subject to the following limitations:

(1) If an individual’s determined weekly benefit amount is less
than the minimum weekly benefit amount, it shall be raised to such
minimum weekly benefit amount;

(2) if the individual’s determined weekly benefit amount is more
than the maximum weekly benefit amount, it shall be reduced to the
maximum weekly benefit amount; and

(3) if the individual’s determined weekly benefit amount is not a
multiple of $1, it shall be reduced to the next lower multiple of $1.

(¢) Maximum weekly benefit amount. (1) For initial claims effective
prior to July 1, 2015, the maximum weekly benefit amount shall be
determined as follows: On July 1 of each year, the secretary shall de-
termine the maximum weekly benefit amount by computing 60% of
the average weekly wages paid to employees in insured work during
the previous calendar year and shall, prior to that date, announce the
maximum weekly benefit amount so determined, by publication in the
Kansas register. Such computation shall be made by dividing the gross
wages reported as paid for insured work during the previous calendar
year by the product of the average of mid-month employment during
such calendar year multiplied by 52. The maximum weekly benefit
amount so determined and announced for the twelve-month period
shall apply only to those claims filed in that period qualifying for max-
imum payment under the foregoing formula. All claims qualifying for
payment at the maximum weekly benefit amount shall be paid at the
maximum weekly benefit amount in effect when the benefit year to
which the claim relates was first established, notwithstanding a change
in the maximum benefit amount for a subsequent twelve-month peri-
od. If the computed maximum weekly benefit amount is not a multiple
of $1, then the computed maximum weekly benefit amount shall be
reduced to the next lower multiple of $1.

(2) For initial claims effective on or after July 1, 2015, the maximum
weekly benefit amount shall be determined as follows: On July 1 of
each year, the secretary shall determine the maximum weekly benefit
amount by computing 55% of the average weekly wages paid to em-
ployees in insured work during the previous calendar year, but not to
be less than $474, and shall, prior to that date, announce the maximum
weekly benefit amount so determined by publication in the Kansas
register. Such computation shall be made by dividing the gross wages
reported as paid for insured work during the previous calendar year
by the product of the average of mid-month employment during such
calendar year multiplied by 52. The maximum weekly benefit amount
so determined and announced for the 12-month period shall apply only
to those claims filed in that period qualifying for maximum payment
under the foregoing formula. All claims qualifying for payment at the
maximum weekly benefit amount shall be paid at the maximum week-
ly benefit amount in effect when the benefit year to which the claim
relates was first established, notwithstanding a change in the maximum
benefit amount for a subsequent 12-month period. If the computed
maximum weekly benefit amount is not a multiple of $1, then the com-
puted maximum weekly benefit amount shall be reduced to the next
lower multiple of $1.
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(d) Minimum weekly benefit amount. The minimum weekly benefit
amount payable to any individual shall be 25% of the maximum weekly
benefit amount effective as of the beginning of the individual’s benefit
year. If the minimum weekly benefit amount is not a multiple of $1 it
shall be reduced to the next lower multiple of $1. The minimum weekly
benefit amount shall apply through the benefit year, notwithstanding a
change in the minimum weekly benefit amount.

(e) All claims qualifying for payment at the maximum weekly ben-
efit amount shall be paid at the maximum weekly benefit amount in
effect when the benefit year to which the claim relates was first estab-
lished, notwithstanding a subsequent change in the maximum weekly
benefit amount.

(f) Weekly benefit payable. Each eligible individual who is unem-
ployed with respect to any week, except as to final payment, shall be
paid with respect to such week a benefit in an amount equal to such
individual’s determined weekly benefit amount, less that part of the
wage, if any, payable to such individual with respect to such week
whieh that is in excess of the amount-whieh that is equal to 25% of such
individual’s determined weekly benefit amount, and if the resulting
amount is not a multiple of $1, it shall be reduced to the next lower
multiple of $1.

(1) For the purposes of this section, remuneration received under
the following circumstances shall be construed as wages:

(A) Vacation or holiday pay that was attributable to a week that the
individual claimed benefits; and

(B) severance pay, if paid as scheduled, and all other employment
benefits within the employer’s control, as defined in subsection (f)(3), if
continued as though the severance had not occurred, except as set out
in subsection (f)(2)(C).

(2) For the purposes of this section, remuneration received under
the following circumstances shall not be construed as wages:

(A) Remuneration received for services performed on a public as-
sistance work project;

(B) severance pay, in lieu of notice, under the provisions of public
law 100-379, the federal worker adjustment and retraining notification
act, {29 B-5:CA- U.S.C. §§ 2101 through 2109);

(C) all other severance pay, separation pay, bonuses, wages in lieu
of notice or remuneration of a similar nature that is payable after the
severance of the employment relationship, except as set out in subsec-
tion (f)(1)(B); and

(D) moneys received as federal social security payments.

(38) For the purposes of this subsectionf), “employment benefits
within the employer’s control” means benefits offered by the employer
to employees-which that are employee benefit plans as defined by sec-
tion 3 of the federal employee retirement income security act of 1974,
as amended, {29 U.S.C. § 1002y, and-which that the employer has the
option to continue to provide to the employee after the last day that the
employee worked for that employer.

(g) Duration of benefits. Any otherwise eligible individual shall be
entitled during any benefit year to a total amount of benefits equal to
whichever is the lesser of 26 times such individual’s weekly benefit
amount, or 1/3 of such individual’s wages for insured work paid during
such individual’s base period. Such total amount of benefits, if not a
multiple of $1, shall be reduced to the next lower multiple of $1.

(h) For the purposes of this section, wages shall be counted as
“wages for insured work” for benefit purposes with respect to any
benefit year only if such benefit year begins subsequent to the date-en
whieh when the employing unit by whom such wages were paid has
satisfied the conditions of K.S.A. 44-703(h), and amendments thereto,
with respect to becoming an employer.

(i) Notwithstanding any other provisions of this section to the con-
trary, any benefit otherwise payable for any week shall be reduced by
the amount of any separation, termination, severance or other similar
payment paid to a claimant at the time of or after the claimant’s separa-
tion from employment during the benefit year.

(1) If any payment pursuant to this subsection is paid with respect
to a month, then the amount deemed to be received with respect to
any week during such month shall be computed by multiplying such
monthly amount by 12 and dividing the product by 52. If there is no
designation of the period with respect to which payments to an indi-
vidual are made under this section, then an amount equal to such in-
dividual’s normal weekly wage shall be attributed to and deemed paid
with respect to the first and each succeeding week following payment
of the separation pay to the individual until such amount so paid is
exhausted.

(2) If benefits for any week, when reduced as provided in this sub-
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section, result in an amount that is not a multiple of-ene-dettar $1, such
benefits shall be rounded to the next lower multiple of-ene-dottar $1.

(3) Notwithstanding the reemployment provisions of K.S.A. 44-
705(e), and amendments thereto, any individual whose benefit amount
is completely reduced under this subsection for 52 or more weeks shall,
upon exhaustion of the separation pay, be entitled to a new benefit year
based upon entitlement from the base period of the claim that was re-
duced.

() Except as provided in subsection (k), for weeks commencing on and
after January 1, 2014, if at the beginning of the benefit year, the-three
month three-month seasonally adjusted average unemployment rate for
the state of Kansas is: (1) Less than 4.5%, a claimant shall be eligible for
a maximum of 16 weeks of benefits; (2) at least 4.5% but less-that than
6%, a claimant shall be eligible for a maximum of 20 weeks of benefits;
or (3) atleast 6%, a claimant shall be eligible for a maximum of 26 weeks
of benefits.

(k)  On and after the effective date of this act, a claimant shall be eligible
for a maximum of 26 weeks of benefits. A claimant who filed a new claim on or
after January 1, 2020, and before the effective date of this act shall be eligible for
a maximum of 26 weeks of benefits including the number of weeks of benefits
received after January 1, 2020, and before the effective date of this act. This
subsection shall not apply to initial claims effective on and after April 1, 2021.

Sec. 2. K.S.A. 2019 Supp. 44-705 is hereby amended to read as fol-
lows: 44-705. Except as provided by K.S.A. 44-757, and amendments
thereto, an unemployed individual shall be eligible to receive benefits
with respect to any week only if the secretary, or a person or persons
designated by the secretary, finds that:

(a) The claimant has registered for work at and thereafter contin-
ued to report at an employment office in accordance with rules and
regulations adopted by the secretary, except that, subject to the pro-
visions of stbsection<{a)yof-K.S.A. 44-704(a), and amendments thereto,
the secretary may adopt rules and regulations-which that waive or alter
either or both of the requirements of this subsection.

(b) The claimant has made a claim for benefits with respect to such
week in accordance with rules and regulations adopted by the secre-
tary.

(c) The claimant is able to perform the duties of such claimant’s
customary occupation or the duties of other occupations—ter—which
that the claimant is reasonably fitted by training or experience, and is
available for work, as demonstrated by the claimant’s pursuit of the
full course of action most reasonably calculated to result in the claim-
ant’s reemployment except that, notwithstanding any other provisions
of this section, an unemployed claimant otherwise eligible for benefits
shall not become ineligible for benefits: (1) Because of the claimant’s
enrollment in and satisfactory pursuit of approved training, including
training approved under section 236(a)(1) of the trade act of 1974; or (2)
solely because such individual is seeking only part-time employment
if the individual is available for a number of hours per week that are
comparable to the individual’s part-time work experience in the base
period.

For the purposes of this subsection, an inmate of a custodial or cor-
rectional institution shall be deemed to be unavailable for work and not
eligible to receive unemployment compensation while incarcerated.

(d) (1) Except as provided further, the claimant has been unem-
ployed for a waiting period of one week or the claimant is unemployed
and has satisfied the requirement for a waiting period of one week un-
der the shared work unemployment compensation program as provid-
ed in subsectiontk)t4)yof K.S.A. 44-757(k)(4), and amendments thereto,
which and that period of one week, in either case, occurs within the ben-
efit year-whieh that includes the week for which the claimant is claim-
ing benefits. No week shall be counted as a week of unemployment for
the purposes of this subsection:

(A) If benefits have been paid for such week;

(B) if the individual fails to meet with the other eligibility require-
ments of this section; or

(C) if an individual is seeking unemployment benefits under the
unemployment compensation law of any other state or of the United
States, except that if the appropriate agency of such state or of the Unit-
ed States finally determines that the claimant is not entitled to unem-
ployment benefits under such other law, this subparagraph shall not

apply.
(2) The waiting week requirement of paragraph (1) shall not apply
to new claims; i - > by claimants who become

unemployed as a result of an employer terminating business operations
within this state, declaring bankruptcy or initiating a work force re-
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duction pursuant to public law 100-379, the federal worker adjustment
and retraining notification act- 29 U.S.C. §§ 2101 through 2109}, as
amended. The secretary shall adopt rules and regulations to administer
the provisions of this paragraph.

(3) A claimant shall become eligible to receive compensation for the wait-
ing period of one week, pursuant to paragraph (1), upon completion of three
weeks of unemployment consecutive to such waiting period. This paragraph
shall not apply to initial claims effective on and after April 1, 2021.

(e) For benefit years established on and after the effective date of
this act, the claimant has been paid total wages for insured work in the
claimant’s base period of not less than 30 times the claimant’s weekly
benefit amount and has been paid wages in more than one quarter of
the claimant’s base period, except that the wage credits of an individ-
ual earned during the period commencing with the end of a prior base
period and ending on the date-enwhich that such individual filed a
valid initial claim shall not be available for benefit purposes in a sub-
sequent benefit year unless, in addition thereto, such individual has
returned to work and subsequently earned wages for insured work in
an amount equal to at least eight times the claimant’s current weekly
benefit amount.

(f) The claimant participates in reemployment services, such as
job search assistance services, if the individual has been determined to
be likely to exhaust regular benefits and needs reemployment services
pursuant to a profiling system established by the secretary, unless the
secretary determines that: (1) The individual has completed such ser-
vices; or (2) there is justifiable cause for the claimant’s failure to partic-
ipate in such services.

(g) The claimant is returning to work after a qualifying injury and
has been paid total wages for insured work in the claimant’s alterna-
tive base period of not less than 30 times the claimant’s weekly benefit
amount and has been paid wages in more than one quarter of the claim-
ant’s alternative base period if:

(1) The claimant has filed for benefits within four weeks of being
released to return to work by a licensed and practicing health care pro-
vider;

(2) the claimant files for benefits within 24 months of the date the
qualifying injury occurred; and

(3) the claimant attempted to return to work with the employer
where the qualifying injury occurred, but the individual’s regular work
or comparable and suitable work was not available.

AN Act concerning courts; relating to extension or suspension of dead-
lines or time limitations to secure the health and safety of court users,
staff and judicial officers; amending K.S.A. 2019 Supp. 22-3402 and
60-206 and repealing the existing sections.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:

New Section 1. (a) Notwithstanding any other provisions of law,
during any state of disaster emergency pursuant to K.5.A. 48-924, and
amendments thereto, the chief justice of the Kansas supreme court may
issue an order to extend or suspend any deadlines or time limitations
established by statute when the chief justice determines such action is
necessary to secure the health and safety of court users, staff and judi-
cial officers.

(b) Notwithstanding any other provisions of law, during any state
of disaster emergency pursuant to K.S.A. 48-924, and amendments
thereto, the chief justice of the Kansas supreme court may issue an or-
der to authorize the use of two-way electronic audio-visual communi-
cation in any court proceeding when the chief justice determines such
action is necessary to secure the health and safety of court users, staff
and judicial officers.

(¢) Any order issued pursuant to this section may remain in effect
for up to 150 days after a state of disaster emergency is terminated pur-
suant to K.S.A. 48-924, and amendments thereto. Any order in violation
of this section shall be void.

(d) The provisions of this section shall expire on March 31, 2021.
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Sec.2. K.S.A. 2019 Supp. 22-3402 is hereby amended to read as fol-
lows: 22-3402. (a) If any person charged with a crime and held in jail
solely by reason thereof shall not be brought to trial within 150 days
after such person’s arraignment on the charge, such person shall be
entitled to be discharged from further liability to be tried for the crime
charged, unless the delay shall happen as a result of the application or
fault of the defendant or a continuance shall be ordered by the court
under subsection (e).

(b) If any person charged with a crime and held to answer on an
appearance bond shall not be brought to trial within 180 days after ar-
raignment on the charge, such person shall be entitled to be discharged
from further liability to be tried for the crime charged, unless the delay
shall happen as a result of the application or fault of the defendant, or a
continuance shall be ordered by the court under subsection (e).

(c) If any trial scheduled within the time limitation prescribed by
subsection (a) or (b) is delayed by the application of or at the request
of the defendant, the trial shall be rescheduled within 90 days of the
original trial deadline.

(d) After any trial date has been set within the time limitation pre-
scribed by subsection (a), (b) or (c), if the defendant fails to appear for
the trial or any pretrial hearing, and a bench warrant is ordered, the tri-
al shall be rescheduled within 90 days after the defendant has appeared
in court after apprehension or surrender on such warrant. However, if
the defendant was subject to the 180-day deadline prescribed by sub-
section (b) and more than 90 days of the original time limitation remain,
then the original time limitation remains in effect.

(e) For those situations not otherwise covered by subsection (a),
(b) or (c), the time for trial may be extended for any of the following
reasons:

(1) The defendant is incompetent to stand trial. If the defendant
is subsequently found to be competent to stand trial, the trial shall be
scheduled as soon as practicable and in any event within 90 days of
such finding;

(2) aproceeding to determine the defendant’s competency to stand
trial is pending. If the defendant is subsequently found to be competent
to stand trial, the trial shall be scheduled as soon as practicable and in
any event within 90 days of such finding. However, if the defendant
was subject to the 180-day deadline prescribed by subsection (b) and
more than 90 days of the original time limitation remain, then the origi-
nal time limitation remains in effect. The time that a decision is pending
on competency shall never be counted against the state;

(3) there is material evidence which is unavailable; that reasonable
efforts have been made to procure such evidence; and that there are
reasonable grounds to believe that such evidence can be obtained and
trial commenced within the next succeeding 90 days. Not more than
one continuance may be granted the state on this ground, unless for
good cause shown, where the original continuance was for less than
90 days, and the trial is commenced within 120 days from the original
trial date; or

(4) because of other cases pending for trial, the court does not have
sufficient time to commence the trial of the case within the time fixed
for trial by this section. Not more than one continuance of not more
than 30 days may be ordered upon this ground.

(f) Inthe eventamistrial is declared, a motion for new trial is grant-
ed or a conviction is reversed on appeal to the supreme court or court
of appeals, the time limitations provided for herein shall commence to
run from the date the mistrial is declared, the date a new trial is ordered
or the date the mandate of the supreme court or court of appeals is filed
in the district court.

(g) If a defendant, or defendant’s attorney in consultation with the
defendant, requests a delay and such delay is granted, the delay shall
be charged to the defendant regardless of the reasons for making the
request, unless there is prosecutorial misconduct related to such delay.
If a delay is initially attributed to the defendant, but is subsequently
charged to the state for any reason, such delay shall not be considered
against the state under subsections (a), (b) or (c) and shall not be used as
a ground for dismissing a case or for reversing a conviction unless not
considering such delay would result in a violation of the constitutional
right to a speedy trial or there is prosecutorial misconduct related to
such delay.

(h) When a scheduled trial is scheduled within the period allowed
by subsections (a), (b) or (c) and is delayed because a party has made
or filed a motion, or because the court raises a concern on its own, the
time elapsing from the date of the making or filing of the motion, or
the court’s raising a concern, until the matter is resolved by court order
shall not be considered when determining if a violation under subsec-
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tions (a), (b) or (c) has occurred. If the resolution of such motion or
concern by court order occurs at a time when less than 30 days remains
under the provisions of subsections (a), (b) or (c), the time in which the
defendant shall be brought to trial is extended 30 days from the date of
the court order.

(i) If the state requests and is granted a delay for any reason pro-
vided in this statute, the time elapsing because of the order granting
the delay shall not be subsequently counted against the state if an ap-
pellate court later determines that the district court erred by granting
the state’s request unless not considering such delay would result in a
violation of the constitutional right to a speedy trial or there is prosecu-
torial misconduct related to such delay.

(j)  The chief justice of the Kansas supreme court may issue an order to
extend or suspend any deadlines or time limitations established in this section
pursuant to section 1, and amendments thereto. When an order issued pursu-
ant to section 1, and amendments thereto, is terminated, any trial scheduled to
occur during the time such order was in effect shall be placed back on the court
schedule within 150 days.

Sec. 3. K.S.A. 2019 Supp. 60-206 is hereby amended to read as fol-
lows: 60-206. (a) Computing time. The following provisions apply in
computing any time period specified in this chapter, in any local rule
or court order or in any statute or administrative rule or regulation that
does not specify a method of computing time.

(1)  Period stated in days or a longer unit. When the period is stated in
days or a longer unit of time:

(A) Exclude the day of the event that triggers the period;

(B) count every day, including intermediate Saturdays, Sundays
and legal holidays; and

(C) include the last day of the period, but if the last day is a Satur-
day, Sunday or legal holiday, the period continues to run until the end
of the next day that is not a Saturday, Sunday or legal holiday.

(2) Period stated in hours. When the period is stated in hours:

(A) Begin counting immediately on the occurrence of the event that
triggers the period;

(B) count every hour, including hours during intermediate Satur-
days, Sundays and legal holidays; and

(C) if the period would end on a Saturday, Sunday or legal holiday,
the period continues to run until the same time on the next day that is
not a Saturday, Sunday or legal holiday.

(8) Inaccessibility of the clerk’s office. Unless the court orders other-
wise, if the clerk’s office is inaccessible:

(A) On the last day for filing under subsection (a)(1), then the time
for filing is extended to the first accessible day that is not a Saturday,
Sunday or legal holiday; or

(B) during the last hour for filing under subsection (a)(2), then the
time for filing is extended to the same time on the first accessible day
that is not a Saturday, Sunday or legal holiday.

(4) “Last day” defined. Unless a different time is set by a statute, local
rule or court order, the last day ends:

(A) For electronic or telefacsimile filing, at midnight in the court’s
time zone; and

(B) for filing by other means, when the clerk’s office is scheduled
to close.

(5) “Next day” defined. The “next day” is determined by continuing
to count forward when the period is measured after an event and back-
ward when measured before an event.

(6) “Legal holiday” defined. “Legal holiday” means any day declared
a holiday by the president of the United States, the congress of the Unit-
ed States or the legislature of this state, or any day observed as a holi-
day by order of the Kansas supreme court. A half holiday is considered
as other days and not as a holiday.

(b) Extending time. (1) In general. When an act may or must be done
within a specified time, the court may, for good cause, extend the time:

(A) With or without motion or notice if the court acts, or if a request
is made, before the original time or its extension expires; or

(B) on motion made after the time has expired if the party failed to
act because of excusable neglect.

(2) Exceptions. A court must not extend the time to act under K.S.A.
60-250(b), K=5-A= 60-252(b), 54 60-259(b), (e) and (f) and5-A= 60-
260(b), and amendments thereto.

(c) Motions, notices of hearing and affidavits or declarations. (1) In gen-
eral. A written motion and notice of the hearing must be served at least
seven days before that time specified for the hearing with the following
exceptions:

(A) When the motion may be heard ex parte;

(B) when these rules set a different time; or

(C) when a court order, which a party may, for good cause, apply
for ex parte, sets a different time.

(2) Supporting affidavit or declaration. Any affidavit or declaration
pursuant to K.S.A. 53-601, and amendments thereto, supporting a mo-
tion must be served with the motion.

AN Acrt concerning education; relating to the duration of the school
term; authorizing the grant of a waiver from school term require-
ments; amending K.S.A. 72-3117 and repealing the existing section.

WHEREAS, It is the intent of the legislature that any school district
applying for a waiver under K.S.A. 72-3117, and amendments thereto,

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shall continue to pay all current hourly employees, including, but not
limited to, paras, maintenance and custodial employees.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:

Section 1. K.S.A. 72-3117 is hereby amended to read as follows:
72-3117. (a) The state board of education may waive the requirements
of law relating to the duration of the school term in any school year
upon application for such waiver by a school district. The waiver may
be granted by the state board of education upon: (1) Certification by
a board of education that, due to disaster, conditions resulting from
widespread or severe property damage caused by the disaster or other
conditions restricting the operation of public schools will exist in the school
district for an inordinate period of time; and (2) a determination by the
state board that the school district cannot reasonably adjust its schedule
to comply with such requirements of law. The period of time school
is not maintained during any school year due to conditions resulting
from disaster, upon granting of the waiver by the state board of educa-
tion, shall be considered a part of the school term.

(b) Asused in this section, the term “disaster” means the declaration
of a state of disaster emergency by the governor pursuant to K.S.A. 48-924,
and amendments thereto, closure of schools by order issued by a county or joint
board of health, a local health officer pursuant to K.S.A. 65-119, and amend-
ments thereto, or the secretary of health and environment pursuant to K.S.A.
65-126, and amendments thereto, or occurrence of widespread or severe
damage, injury or loss of life or property resulting from any natural or
manmade cause, including, but not limited to, fire, flood, earthquake,
tornado, wind, storm, epidemics, air contamination, blight, drought,
infestation; or explosion.
